6 gang switch panel HE-SWP6 

Power Connections: 

GND - Connect the ground lug to chassis ground.  

+12V - Connect the 12 Volt lug to the vehicle battery. Recommended 130 amp in line fuse. 

VCC - Connect the REM IN wire to ignition, battery or some switched 12V DC wire to control on/off 

Connections: 

Channels 1 and 2 can handle 15 amps each 
Channels 3 and 4 can handle 20 amps each 
Channels 5 and 6 can handle 30 amps each 

NOTE: The control box requires that the accessories + and - wires be connected to the control box, 
not to chassis ground. Doing so can result in equipment failure.

Blown fuse indicator:  

When the red LED is on, the fuse is missing or blown for that circuit  

 

Mounting:  

Using the supplied #2 Phillips screws to mount the switch panel 

NOTE: The slots can be used with cable ties for cable management
