2.	 Cut	and	remove	the	shaft	supports	from	the	
desired	Faceplate.	Place	the	Faceplate	against	the	
front	of	the	bezel.		(Figure	A)

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3.	 Slide	the	DIN	cage	into	the	kit	and	secure	by	
bending	the	metal	locking	tabs	down.	Then	slide	
the	aftermarket	head	unit	into	the	cage	until	
secure.
